For the majority of its investments, the Fund relies on information 
provided by independent pricing services for the valuation of its investments.

When the Fund holds derivatives with 
offsetting market risks, it uses mid-market prices as a basis for establishing fair values for the offsetting risk 
positions and applies this bid or asking price to the net open position, as appropriate.
