SYDNEY, Australia – July 11, 2006 – Altium Limited (ASX: ALU), the industry’s leading developer of 

electronic product development solutions dedicated to unifying electronics design, today advises the market 

of its preliminary results for the fourth quarter and full 2005/06 financial year ending 30 June, 2006. 

 

Result highlights 
 Q4, 2006 revenue growth of 22% on previous corresponding period (including 52% growth in US, Altium's 

largest market) 

 FY, 2005/06 revenue growth of 14% 

 FY, 2005/06 EBITDA expected between AU$6.5m and AU$6.8m – up approximately 200% 

 FY, 2005/06 profit after tax expected between AU$1.0m and AU$1.5m  

 Strong growth in cash position – up 77% to AU$6.4m 

 

Q4, 2006 results 
For the quarter ending 30 June 2006, Altium announces that it has achieved revenues of AU$15.3m, up 22% 

on the results reported for the previous corresponding period (PCP). Key performing markets were the US 

followed by SE Asia which delivered increases of over 52% and 21% respectively compared to the 

corresponding quarters in the previous year. Europe also delivered healthy growth with a 7% increase over 

its reported Q4, 2005 results. The performance in the US, Altium’s largest market for its electronics design 

solutions, was particularly noteworthy. In addition to setting Q4 and June-month sales records, this result 

completes four consecutive quarters of increased sales growth over the PCP’s in the US. 
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Preliminary 2005/06 FY results 
Altium announces that it expects annual revenues for the full 2005/06 financial year will be approximately 

AU$45.5m, up from AU$40.1m as reported for the previous financial year. This comes on the back of strong 

annual product sales growth in the US (up 32%), SE Asian (up 25%) and European (up 14%) markets and 

represents an overall annual increase of 20%. As a consequence of this sales growth, the company 

anticipates that when it confirms its full year results in mid-August, it will deliver EBITDA in the range of 

AU$6.5m and AU$6.8m and profit after tax between AU$1.0m and AU$1.5m for the 2005/06 financial year. 

Altium’s solid improvement in operating performance is also reflected by an increase in its cash position to 

AU$6.4m, up 77%. 

 

Altium’s improved revenue growth and return to profitability was fuelled by a major remodeling of the 

company’s sales and marketing operations following a multi-year strategic investment in R&D, the objective 

of which was to build a platform that would enable organizations more easily harness the benefits of the 

latest in electronics design technologies.  

 

‘Altium Designer’, released in 2005, allows electronics engineers do what they were never able to do before 

– design the hardware, the programmable hardware and the embedded software of an electronics product in 

a single unified design environment.  

 

In order to accelerate market penetration of this ground-breaking technology, Altium embarked on a 

successful transformation of its sales model in 2005/06 in the US. Altium will now expand this model across 

Europe, Japan and Australia in the year ahead. The company expects that improved results will be reflected 

in all regions as these significant changes take effect moving forward. 

 

"It is exciting to see the 2005/06 financial year conclude in such a positive way for Altium." said Nick Martin, 

CEO and Founder, Altium Limited. "We see clear evidence of the relationship between our investments in 

building a world-class sales organization, and the last three consecutive quarters of year-over-year revenue 

growth.
